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Sixty-six patients with squamous cell carcinoma
of the oropharynx treated with radiation therapy
were retrospectively analyzed for the evaluation
of treatment result in the Department of Therapeu-
tic Radiology, Korea Cancer Center Hopital bet-
ween January 1980 and December 1986.

There were 42 patients with carcinoma of the
tonsil including the fossa and pillar, 9 patients with
base of tongue, 12 patients with soft palate, and
3 patients with posterior and lateral pharyngeal wa-
lls.

Considering all oropharyngeal sites of involve-
ment together, local control rates for T1, T2, T3,
and T4 were 80%, 77%, 73% and 40%, respecti-
vely, with overall local control rate of 70%. The
regional control rate for N1, N2, and N3 were 69 %,
63%, and 40 %, respectively, with the overall regio-
nal control rate of 63%. In lower T status, undiffe-
rentiated carcinoma and primary tumor arising
from the soft palate, higher local control rates were
obtained.

The actuarial 5years survival rates were 100%
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
