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Alpheus brevicristatus De Haan, 1844, is known to range from the Yellow Sea
and the Korea Strait to Japan. This shrimp inhabits beaches of sand or muddy sand
in the intertidal zone. Four zoeal stages of A. brevicristatus were obtained in the
lahoratory at 25C and 333% salinity. Skeletonema costatum and Dunaliella
tertiolecta were supplied as food. A. brevicristatus exhibits extended development
based on egg size (0.48X0.58 mm) just prior to hatching and length of the first
zoea (1.80-1.96 mm) according to Knowlton's category. The zoeae of present species
agrees well with the characteristics of the family Alpheidae noted by Lebour (1932):
mouth-parts poorly developed, maxilla without fourth internal lobe, first maxilliped
with reduced endopodite, third maxilliped with styliform endopodite in the second
stage, precocious development of the fifth pereiopod and abdominal segment without
any spine. The first zoeae of A. euphrosyne richardsoni, A. heeia and present
species show some differences of mouthpart setation,
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
