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1608 A Comparative Analysis of Educational Curricula offered by the

Biology Teacher Training Institutes

This study attempts to examine the common educational programs in Biology
Education Curricula among sixteen universities. It has generally been agreed
that there should be one unique and common curriculum to be shared by all the
institutes for training biology teachers. Each of the sixteen universities of our
concern has set the course requirements for biology education major so diverse
and varied that one can hardly find one unified vision of the Biology Education
Curriculum. For the biology education requirement courses, more than five of
the sixteen universities offer classes in ‘Cell Biology’ , ‘Plant Taxanomy’
Animal Taxanomy’ , ‘Plant Systematics’ , ‘Plant Anatomy’ , ‘Plant Physiology
", ‘Animal Physiology’ , ‘Genetics’ and ‘Ecology’ . There are twenty nine
courses offered for elective courses for biology education major by more than
four universities. Among them, ‘Molecular Biology’ course was offered in all
sixteen universities. This result should be very useful when a unified
curriculum model for biology teachers will be discussed.
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
