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A Study on Surveying Consumers’ Needs for Develioping the Future Kitchen
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Abstract
The purpose of this study was to diagnose the characteristics of current use of kitchen and scrutinize what to improve for
the future kitchen development. To achieve the purpose, the small group wordshop panel was used. Two groups of 5
housewives per each were employed. For each group, there were a total of 3 consecutive meetings including 2 workshops and
1 field survey in each subject’s house.
The contents dealt with in the panel were as follows. First, actual condition and problems of using kitchen; second, possible
solutions of the problems; third, needs for developing future kitchen.
The major results were first, consumers requirec bigger kitchens to accomodate a variety of family activities; second, kitchen
needed to be more open encouraging family interaction and have organic relationship to adjacent such as living room and
utility room; third, due to korean cooking style, poor ventilation along with wet trash disposal was a serious problem. In

addition to these, there revealed many problems which need to be improved and valuable ideas for the improvement.
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
