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The cynomolgus monkey(Macaca fascicularis) is used widely in efficacy and safety
assessment of new drugs. The ranges of physiological variables are important end points
in the toxicological study. Both the basic physiological variables such as body weight,
body temperature, blood pressure, urine pH and blood variables such as biochemical and
hematological variables were determined in nineteen male and sixteen female monkey
prior to treatment. These data can be used as a valuable tool for the meaningful
interpretation of toxicity data from toxicity studies of new drugs using cynomolgus
monkey. In addition, it can be also used as a contribution to biological characterization of
cynomolgus monkey.
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
