A Study on Costume Culture focusing on Trading

Goods between Korean Envoys of Chosun Dynasty

and Japanese Envoys

This study is to research the costume
culture in the relationship between Korea and
Japan in Chosun Dynasty, based on the fact
that there were frequent political and cultural
exchanges between Korean envoys of Chosun
Dynasty and Japanese envoys. This study
first takes a look at the political situation in
Korean and Japan during Chosun Dynasty
era, which made the exchanges between
Korean envoys and Japanese envoys possible.
This study also examines Banjeon, Byeol-
banjeon, and Bokjeongpum, which Korean
envoys received from Japan, and Yedan and
Byeolpok, which Korean envoys gave to
Japan. Korean envoys of Chosun Dynasty
represents exchanging friendship. The name
Tongsinsa stands for peaceful, friendly, and
good~-neighbor relationship between Korea and
Japan. Tongsinsa is composed of three envoys,
which are Jeongsa, Busa, and Jongsagwan and
other officials like, Sangsanghwan, Sanggwan,
Junggwan, Hagwan, and so on. About 300~
500 people are participated in Tongsinsa,
which is huge number of people at that time.
The traveling expense, which was provided to
Tongsinsa, is called Noja. There were Banjeon
and Byeolbanjeon in Noja. Bokjeongpum is
also provided to Tongsinsa with the support
from each provinces. Hojo provided Banjeon
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to each envoys, including Jeongsa, Busa, and
Jongsagwan and other officials. Various Po
(cloth)s were provided as Banjeon, such as
Po for making official robes, under garments,
outer garments, belts, Hansamju, and Cheunik.
Bokjeongpum from provinces included cos-~
tumes, food, drugs, vessels, and other goods.
For costumes as Bokjeongpum, Baekjeopo,
Hopi, Pyopi, Nokpi, Eopi, and so on are
provided. These were provided mostly from

- Kyeongsang-province and partly from Cholla-

province, Chungcheong-province.

Yedan, a gift Tongsinsa gave to the
Japanese king and his servants. is consisted
of Gong-yedan and Sa-yedan. Costumes among
various items in Gong-yedan included Daesuja,
Baekjeopo, Saengjeopo, Baekmyeonju, Heukmuapo,
Baekpolmyeon, Hopi, Pyopi, Cheongseopi, and
Eopi. Sa-yedan, provided to the Japanese king
and his servants, included Hopi, Baekjeopo,
and Heukmapo. Sa-yedan of Suyeok inlcude
Pyopi, Hopi, Baekjeopo, Saengmapo, Mum-
yeong, and Heukmapo.

Some aspects of costume culture during
Chosun Dynasty can be examined through the
Noja, Bokjeongpum, Gong-yedan, and Gong—
yvedan of Tongsinsa, since specialities and
local products of provinces were used for
these items.
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
