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The am of this paper is to investigate the effects of
cluster (Contrasting nasal-stops
consonant with stops) on vowel duration. In particular we
focused on the rate of vowel duration in their words.
(Experimental 1) and the tendency of unreleased voiceless
stops at the end of the words.(Experimental II) The result
of experimental I showed that the rate of vowel duration
which is preceding single voiceless stops are significantly
longer than those preceding nasal-stops counterparts and
the percentage of English native speakers was longer than
those of Korean leaners of English. Experiment II indicated
that the tendency of unreleased stop consonants occurred
more frequently on single voiceless stops than nasal-stop
clusters and Korean leamers of English were more
frequently produced the uwnreleased stops than English
natives.
