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A Study of the Armistice Line in Korea

Summary:

The Korean geographer should study scien-
tifically the Armistice Line in this state, reg-
ardless of the reasons for the 1
.division. The objectives of this study are;

territoria

1. To scrutimize the process of Armistice
Line making

2. To judge the boundary type of the line

and

3. To find out the function and effects of
‘the line in Korea. Such documents as the
Armistice Agreement, Hankuk Jullan Yinyon Ji
(second year records of Korean War), Samyon
Js (third year records---), The UNCURK Rep-
.orts, The Record of Korean Unification, Tru-
man’s Memoir and newspapers were used as
basic materials for this study.

The authorcitries to study the Armistice
Line interdisplinarily between geography and
political science in his approach. The main
contents of this papers are composed of three
parts.

1. Process of Armistice Line making

The static status of the war front in March
1951 became an early surface motivation of
.cease-fire line making between the UN forces
and the Communist. Having different opinions
of and reasons for the cease fire, they
-eventually determined the dividing line on
July 27, 1953. This was due to the fact that both
as America and the Communists were in situ-
.ations such that they had to cease fire as early
.as possible. The Korean government’s political
ideas, the people’s interests, and their welfares
were neglected at the conference table of the
Armistice.

2. Boundary types of the Line

The boundary types of the line are as
‘follows;

Duck Soon Im

a. superimposed boundary made by two
leading forces

b. Compound boundary composed of rivers,
mountains, villages and plains

c. Boundary zone with 4 km width

e. Ideological boundary created early and
maintained today in terms of military
equilibrium between two camps.

3. Function and Effects of the Line

The line seperates two political-social systems
in Korea. The effects of this seperating function
are as follows;

Boundary imprint into the landscape near
the line has been deeply rooted. High iron
fences, manifold wire entanglements, many
boundary markers, destroyed trains, abandoned
railway platforms, and wild plants growing
abundantly in the DMZ are apperent expressiz-
ons of boundary crystalization. This crystaliza_
tion which is encouraged by a lack of cross
boundary impacts and general osmosis during
more than eighteen years has accelerated the
disruption of the nation and history of the
formerly unified Korea.

Boundary friction is always expected because
of its being isobaric. Stability of the boundary,
therefore, is weak.

If the present situation continues, the two
national creeds and iconographies in one Korea
will become serious obstacle or hindering
factors for national consensus even after the
achievement of territorial unification.

The line, dividing the Korean peninsula into
two hostile systems at about 35 km north of
Seoul, makes the location of the Capital of
the Repubilic of Korea very eccentric. The
vulnerability of the Capital city of Seoul,
the political core, therefore, becomes more

increased.
