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A Svrvey on Traditional Medical Practice Among Some Rural Areas.

A Survey was carried out in August 1973 in order to understand current status of traditional

medical practice among rural resiednts.

Following conclusions were obtained:

a) Among total 500 cases utilizing traditional medical services, 60 cases were treated for diseases

of digestive organ and 48 cases for nervous and sensory organ disorders.

b) 198 cases utilized traditional medicine for self-treatment and most of them seemed to be unscien-

tific and was based on an experience through their own practice. It should be developed and

integrated with mordern medicine.
