Discarding of Library Collections
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Discard
Officially withdrawn [a book] from a library
collection because it is unfit for further use or

is no longer needed.
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Weeding

“The practice of discarding or transferring to
storage superfluous copies, rarely used books,
and materials no longer of use.
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Withdrawal

The process of removing from library records
all entries for a book no longer in the library.
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Discard

A book that is withdrawn from circulation in
a library because it is out-of-date or in too-
worn or dirty a condition.
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‘Weeding

Discarding from stock books which it is consi-

dered are of no further use in the library.

PSEUDO-WEEDING. is transferring from one

department to another, from stack to shelf and

vice versa, or from files to bound form.
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When a book is discarded, it is weeded but when
it is weeded, it is not necessarily discarded. To
keep library collections up to date hundreds of
thousands volumes are weeded out every year,
but most of these volumes are simply shifted from
active shelves to other locations where borrowers
will be less conscious of them.®
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
