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< Abstract>

The purpose of this study is to clarify the effects of mother’s occupation on the person-
ality of the child.

For the purpose of this study, the Minnesota Multiphastic Personality Inventory‘were
administered to 33 boy students with emploved mothers and another 33 whose mothers
spened full time as house wife selected from two high schools located in Seoul. F-test were
employed for the statistical analysis of the data and the following are the findings: _

1. In general working mother does not have any ramarhable influence on personality of
the child. .

2. There is no significant difference between two groups except on Fscale, Sc secale, and
Hs scale.

3. It may not be the mother’s occupation but her attitude that influences the child’s per-
sonality. l
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
