Current population trends, marked by an increasing accumulation of old members, must be fol-
lowed by major adiustment in sociceconomic planning since our tradjtional family structure has
been changing as a result of scientific and sociologic advances.

Welfare of the aged is no longer sole concern of an individual or/and family, but has arisen
social concerns on the national level. ‘

This survey was carried out by the members of the Pﬁblic Relation Committe, of Seow Branch,
Korean Nurses Association, from August 1980 to March 1981 to investigate the health status and
social background of the aged living in the specific area and to develop effective health care pro-
gram.

Attitudes towards health instruction given by the committee, were also assessed.

Data were collected through structured interviews:the ninety aged, female, voluntarily organized
group, and sponsored by Ungamdong Council Questionaire included physical conditions perceived
by the subjects and psycho-social factors which were believed to influence on health beliefs.

The results are as follows:

1. The educational level of the subjects were generally low; small group or individual instruc-
tion on self care is recommended to attain maximum outcome. Hearing: and visual disturbances
should also_be taken into consideration.

2. Majority (66.7%) wanted to be dependent on their children, and 19 (21.1%) prefered to live
independently or separately if conditions allow.

3. 71.7% among the hypertensive subjects had received no information about their condition
until the initial blood pressure was checked by the Committee members.

4. The first visit of the old sick was the pharmacy (62.0%), and the reasons for this visit were
its accessibility and lower cost. Follow up study relating with drug abuse and drug misuse is
recomimended.

5. Productive activities for leisure should be provided to maintain good mental health within the
limit of individual ability and interest. -
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
