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Poland’s Syndrome

The Poland's syndrome is very rare anomaly, which consists of congenital unilateral abscence of the ster-

nocostal part of the pectoralis major muscle, with ipsilateral hand deformities. The clinical features are variable

but alt patients have abscence of at least the sternal head of the pectoralis major muscle. The syndrome

is not hereditary and is of unknown origin.

Early recognition of Poland’s syndrome may give the provision of psychologic and genetic counselling

for anxious parents.

We have encountered two patients with this entity, and one of them underwent successful surgical correction.
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
