Secretary-General's Appreciation of Seoul IEC week
September 1987

mc annual International Executive Council meetings of the World Energy
Conference take place in very different geographic areas and consequently
cach has a very different cultural and organisational context. The reasons
for the different locations are simple: it is to ensure firstly that a

WEC presence is recognised in an area; secondly, that an IEC meeting is well
and efficien;ly organised; thirdly, that active WEC Member Committees
which issue invitations are, where it is possible, adequately compensated
with the status and prestige of an IEC meeting; and fourthly, that
participants to an IEC both have the chance of stimulated interest in

the energy stiuc'ture of the host member country and can enjoy a favourable
context and environment for contact and discussion of both WEC matters

and others.

I am happy to report that the recent IEC week in Seoul, Republic of Korea,
was clearly a success in each of these four domains. Considerable
publicity surrounded the meeting not only in the Republic of Korea but in
many other countries w1th1n the same general area, and the status of the
WEC has been mamtamed as desired. The constant presence of Minister
(hoi and Vice Minister Lee, together with the five Energy Ministers or
Secretaries of State from Bulgaria, Pakistan, Jordan, Nepal and Ghana,

contributed greatly to the profile of the event.

Of the second point, that of the efficiency with which the week was

organised, there is little doubt that this meeting under the presidency
of Mr. Bong-Soo Hahn, its Chairman Mr. Chong-Hun Rieh, and its Secretary
Mr. Sang Yon Kim, was one of the most successful in recent times. It is

invidious to make comparisons but in nearly every department the
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organisation was carefully prepared, helpfully carried out and deftly
re-arranged when there was a need to do so. It is also pertinent to

mention the name of Mr. I. Yong Kwon and to make reference to all the

other numerous members of the team, all of whom contributed to the

great success of the week. No list would be complete without the

mention of the name of Dr. KunMo Chung, an IEC Vice Chairman who

contributed so much in the way the IEC has come to recognise from him

in the role he plays worldwide within the WEC., namely that of a practical
and respected adviser. .

By contrast, it is to be hoped bthat the whole eneréy conmhity of

the Republic of Korea, and in particular the WEC Member Committee, .

has benefitted from the presence of the IEC in Seoul. When the organisers

and the event complement each other it is a sure recipe for satisfaction

and success.

bAnd with regard to the IEC providing a window on the energy structure,
development and problems of the Republic of Korea, the Korean Energy Day
and the three study tours ensured that 'those who were previously not .
acquainted left with their knowledge and interest stimulated; and to
those who already had a measure of knowledge that they left. with very

considerably more understanding than they had previously.

But what of the substance of the meetings themselves ? These ranged
from many of the 3-year technical study committees which held meetings
prior to the IEC to advance and elaborate their work for the 14th WEC
Congress in Montreal in 1989, to the Standing Committees whose work forms
the administrative and support base for the IEC‘itself . All were
constructive. A spirit of more substance and less bureaucracy was
self-evident and this was reflected in the optimism and attitude of

the participants themselves to the IEC.
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The IEC itself, under the new chaimmanship of Dr. John Foster from
Canada, will be remembered as one which achieved its goals in 1} days
rather than the two days previously required. Its decisions were taken
constitutionally and within a clearly defined set of procedures.

Certain of its decisions will have far-reaching effects on the

organisation and proceedings of the WEC as a whole.

Mention must be made to reflections of the delegates, and outside the
immediate confines of the meetings and presentations these ranged from
the general satisfactioﬁ with the quality of the hotels and meals,

the deep and abiding interest in Korean national and cultural heritage,
the great and varied beauty of a country which itself must provide some
of the most beautiful scenery in the world - but above all else, the
endearing courteousness, friendliness and helfulness of the Korean
people themselves, be it in the formal context of a meeting, the visit

to a Buddhist Shrine or in the frenetic shopping precincts of Itae-Won.

To be a total success requires good judgement, organising ability,

the will to succeed and a measure of luck.

The Seoul meeting required

little of this last ingredient to ensure its place among the most

successful of the International Executive Councils.
