The Literature Review for the Principles of Nursing Intervention

The objectives of this study are primarily to review the fatherhood and the behavior
and influence of fathers with respect to their infants and children, and finally by con-
ceptualizing its concepts, to provide basic informations for nursing intervention strategics
of the father in childbearing-family.

This study organizes and integrates the factors that impact on a man’s experience of
becoming a father, paternal attachment, and effect on child. '

The results of this review imply the facts that despite the increased attention to role
of the father in childbearing family, relatively little is known of those factors that fa-
cilitate or hinder the transition to fatherhood, paternal attachment, and effect.

Given this background literature, transition to fatherhood is complex with many va-
riables, such as infant feeding, baby care activities, marital adjustment, partner supp-
ort, anxiety, depressjon, impacting on the experience and so on.

The consensus of this review results is that fathers do not differ significantly from
mothers in being interested in infants and children, and they have been reported to
influence many areas of child development-sex role development, moral - intellectual
development, social competence, and psychological adiustment.

Therefore, we have argued that more attention needs to be given to social support
systems for fathers to facilitate their execution of parenting activities.

Thus, the nurse can play an important part in helping the expectant and new father
to clarify and define his role as an integral and interacting member of the family.

In order to be effective, she needs to he knowledgeable about the varions relationshi-
ps-husband-wife, mother-child, and father-child-which are involved in the family.

So, a need to learn more about father-infant relationships is apparent.

Therefore, Continual research on father-infant relationships will enhance nurses und-
erstanding of paternal behaviors and the consequernces of these behaviors.
