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Curriculum Change in Education for Librarianship
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This paper compares the curricula in 1985 and those in 1993 of
nine Departments of Library and Information Science. The Comparison
may be claimed as a curriculum comparison between the Departments of
Library Science and the Departments of Library and Information
Science. The purpose of the comparison is to find out the differences
of the curricula provided between the 1980s and the 1990s. The
differences are expected to show the trends of library education and the
reasons which have caused them to happen. Before comparing, some
theoretical backgrounds of curriculum developments as well as the
curriculum changes in the United States of America and in Korea have
been described. For the purpose of the study, the numbers of subjects,
compulsory and elective, along with credits, the subjects included in the
curricula, and the distributions of the subjects have been compared.
Some differences are found between the periods, but they are not so
distinctive as expected. The most notable change is an increase of
subjects on information science and technology. Based on the findings,
a few suggestions, which include that subjects dealing with library use

and services need to be increased, are recommended.
