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{Abstract)

The purpose of this review is to explore the relevance of reminiscent behavior
for the elderly individual's concept and prevalence of
reminiscence and themes of reminiscence is investigated. Then the empirical evidence
concerning the motive, pattern and the function of reminiscent behavior is reviewed.
Psychological determinism, social contextualism, life course perspective are described.
Since many transitions and changes are socially organized and differ strongly for
social categories, life course perspective can contribute to analysis of both similarity
and variation in elderly reminiscent behavior.
