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ABSTRACT

A Study on the Futurist Men’s Manifesto
and Clothing Design

The works of the Futurism were developed
along with manifestos and statement in
publishing “The Foundation and Manifestos of
Futurism”. Futurist acsthetic and ideological
agenda on futurist fashion displayed in mani-
festos on clothes. It was propagated in con-
summate Futurist style through the written
manifestos.

The Futurists anticipated much of modern
fashion phenomenon. In Futurist Men’s Cloth-
ing in 1914, they believed continual, renual of
our today’s clothes, Today’'s clothes is much
more simple than vesterday’s clothes. The

oppositions of the type between yesterday’s



clothes and today’s clothes are mournful-play-
ful, melancolic-cheerful, grey-colorful, tradi-
tional-emphemeral. Futurist men’s clothing is
aggressive, agile, dynamic, simple and confor-
table, hygienic, gay, luminous, volatile, asymi-
metric, ephemeral, and variable.

In general, the Futurist argued for clothes

made dynamic patterns in textile design and
asymmetric, geometric cuts in pattern making.
