Westwood, 1993 F/W,

Up to late the 16 Century, saffron shirt was worn among Highland men and belted plaid become
common dress after the 17 Century. The early the 18 Century belfed plaid have developed as a kilt
separated to a upper and a lower skirt style. However, Government banned wearing tartan and kilt after
Culloden battle (1745) as Highland Dress(tartan, kilt, belted plaid etc.) was the symbol of rebellion, This
legislation by Hanoverian authority continued for 35 vears. Although most of tartan was disappeared
during those period, it has become popular among Furopean upper class after George IV's visifing
Scotland in 1822. Highland Dress become Scottish national dress after Industrial revolution.

Currently Vivienne Westwood's 93 F/W using tartan and kilt and its accessaries, those items were

successfully transformed modern ladies dress.
