Korea bristles with associations in the western mind. But what about Korean art?
Mention of Korea still echoes with sour memories of American military intervention there
in the early 1950s. It also stirs curiosity about South Korea’s boom economy and anxiety
that the still~divided Korean peninsula might be a nuclear flash-point. For all that, the
topic of Korean art probably draws a blank. "The Fragrance of Ink,” which just opened at
the Berkeley Art Museum, tries to fill that blank.
