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Anomalous Insertion of Posterior Horn of Medial Meniscus
- A Case Report -

ABSTRACT : The anterior homn of the medial meniscus is attached to the anterior surface of the tibia. The
anterior horns of the medial and lateral menisci are connect with the transverse ligament. The posterior horn
of the medial meniscus is firmly attached to the posterior aspect of the tibia just anterior to the insertion of the
posterior cruciate ligament, The authors incidentally found an anomalous insertion of posterior horn of medial
meniscus into the anterior hom area during arthroscopic examination in the symptomatic knee joint, which
had been ruptured anterior cruciate ligament, and report with literature review,
