Theoretical and Methodological issues
in the Study of Generations

The primary purpose of this paper is to critically examine the theoretical and
methodological issues in the study of generations. The issues include: 1) the concept
of generation: 2) the basis of generational formation: 3) internal differentiation of
generations: 4) the boundary problems of generatiens: and 5) generational
differences and generational conflict. From the investigation of these issues. two
conclusions are drawn. Firstly, Mannheim s basic concepts and theoretical
frameworks are very useful to understand and explain the social movements and
sociocultural changes. Secondly, however, further elaboration and medification of the
several concepts and frameworks are needed to deai with the problems of
generations in general which are not directly connected to social movements. Several
peints are suggested to elaborate Mannheim s frameworks, which include the
reconceptualization of generation. and introducing the concepts of “generation sects’
and ‘manifest - latent generational conflicts” .
