Heavy Metals ‘

A. Hazards of Heavy Metals

Heavy metals are the metals of relatively big specific
gravity above 4~5 such as lead(plumbum), mercury,
cadmium, chrome, etc. These metals are widely used and
workers are exposed to various metals from many

generating sources in the workplace.

B. Preventive Measures

- Operate the local exhaust systems at the workplace
where the heavy metal source is located, and exhaust
the heavy metal by using outdoor collector, etc. before
being exposed to the workers.

-Use the impermeable materials on the floor at
workplace so that may immediately remove the heavy
metal spilled during work.

- Isolate the source of heavy metal from the workers, so
that hazardous material is not exposed to the workers

- Seal or enclose the source so that hazardous material is

not exposed.

-Execute the medical checkup when employing the
workers, and, thereafter, check the health of workers for
any trouble by heavy metals through special medical
checkup on regular basis.

- Minimize intake of heavy metal to the body through
skin and mouth, by complete personal hygiene.

- Be sure to wear personal protective Equipments(dust-

proof mask, apron, etc.)
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
