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< Abstract >

The purpose of this research is to delineate the effect of maternal variables of the verbal abuse. Such
variables as the mother’s age, her education level, and maternal parenting stress have been chosen for the
analysis. The sample subject were 659 pairs of fifth/sixth grade of elementary school and first/second grade
of middle school, and their mothers. The major findings of the research are as follows: First, looking at the
correlation between the mother’s age/education level and the verbal abuse, the verbal abuse factor shows
difference correlating to the mother’s age/education level. Second, looking at the correlation between the
maternal parenting stress level and the verbal abuse, the verbal abuse factor shows difference correlating to
the maternal parenting stress level. Third, the result of multiple regression analysis on the effects of the
maternal variables to the verbal abuse indicates that maternal parenting stress is the significant contributing
factor. All in all, the matemal variables account for 9% of the verbal abuse score.
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
