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ABSTRACT : The purpose of this study was to develop the program of traditional living culture for people to sustain viable
rural community in Korea. The study was conducted by literature review, survey, interview, and delphi method. The results of

this study were as follows;

First, the program was developed to response to educational roles and functions. Second, the program was developed to utilize
elder people for viable community as programs practitioners. Third, the factors of traditional cultural program for endogenous
development were human resources, community organization and community participation, and natural and cultural resources.
Forth, the prograni was developed to view the community resources as a systems because the culture was communicated through
relationship rather than heritage. The re-valorization of cultural resources by the programs will provide local people with strategic
capacity for endogenous development and for the harnessing of extra-local forces in a market economy.
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
