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Zusammenfassung

Leben und Idee Karl Biihlers
Lee, Nam-Seok(Kangnung Univ.)

Karl Bithlers Sprachtheorie orientiert sich an der Psychologie. Das zeigt sich im
zweten Teil dieser Arbeit. AuBerdem haben wir da gesehen, wie plotzlich er im
deutschen Gebiet seine Wissenschaft abbrechen und so eilig nach Amerika
auswandern musste. Damit konnte er sein wissenschaftliches Ziel, also allgemeine
Sematologie im Sinne der Logik der Humanitdt, nicht erreichen. Aber trotzdem lafit
sich erwarten, dass wir mit seinem unverginglichen Buch und anderen Daten wieder
starten konnen.

Er nennt das Sprechereignis, das unsere Sinne rithrt, den ersten Gegenstand der
Sprachwissenschaft. Das ist etwas FEinmaliges, ein Geschehen hier und jetzt im
bestimmten Zeitraum. Das anschauliche Zeigen gehort so zum Wesen der natiirlichen
Sprache wie die Abstraktion und das begriffliche Erfassen der Welt. Karl Bithler
spricht von dem anschaulichen Zeigen, weil er betonen wollte, dass Deixis an die
Weltanschauung gebunden ist; symbolische Ausdriicke sind begnfflich andererseits,
weil sie von der Sprechsituation unabhingig sind.

Die zwei Elemente, die zum vollendeten Erkenntnis gehoren, sind unelinierbar in
jedem Sprachphinomen enthalten. Wir mobilisieren die zwel auf jeden fall zu
unserem vollendeten Erkenntnis der Welt. Ich habe die These mit der Formel S = M
XP beschrieben, die als Cartesisches Produkt von pragmatischen Komponent und
Proposition interpretiert werden soll. Diese Erklirung kann auch adiquat auf
Zeichensinterpretation angewandt werden.
