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The study on the change of the North-East Asian logistics
System focusing on Chinese Ports
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Abstract

Recently, the change of shipping and port environment has required the new strategy from
the liners, terminal operators, ports. The ports of call in the North American and European
line also has changed as the Chinese ports made rapid advance.

This seems to result from the fact that the trend of the container transportation by sea has
developed the traditional concept, called port-to-port system that directly links between a port
and another port into the network with complicated hierarchical structure reflecting costs,
efficiency, and strategy of the Mega Carrier.

This paper suggests the factors for Busan port to become the hub port of northeast Asia
by analyzing the change of the liners’ strategy along the change of the shipping and port
environment, the global management of the operator of container port, and the amount of
containers flowing in the northeast Asia.
