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Alleviating and Promoting Factors on Dissolution Intention in

Low Commitment Buyer-Seller Relationships
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Abstract

This study has investigated the effects of relieving and promoting factors on dissolution
intention under the condition of low commitment buyer-seller relationships. Based on intensive
literature reviews, eight alleviating factors (dependence, cooperation, communication,
relational merms, transaction specific investments, relationship termination costs,
satisfaction, and trust) and five promoting factors (opportunism, conflict, goal incongruity,
attractiveness of alternatives, and unfairness) were included.

A total of thirteen hypotheses were tested using data collected from a dining franchising
system. Among 300 collected, 79 cases of low commitment buyer-seller relationships were
analyzed.

The results showed that eight out of thirteen hypotheses were supported. But five hypotheses
related to the variables of cooperation, transaction specific investments, relationship termination
costs, attractiveness of alternatives, and opportunism were not supported.

Following a detailed presentation of the analysis results, the paper concludes by discussing the

academic and managerial implications of the findings.
