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About the Japan Society for Animation Studies

The Japan Society for Animation Studies is the first academic organization for anima-
tion studies in Japan. It was founded on July 25, 1998. The first president is Dr. Tadasu
Ooyama, a psychologist and former professor of the University of Tokyo. The present
president is Dr. Masao Yokota, a psychologist and professor of Nihon University. He has
the doctoral degree of psychology and medical science, and has many actual results to

the animation studies as well.

Our purpose of the activities is as the following.

1. Organize Researcher of Animation Studies

2. Fair and Neutral Assessment of Social Issues Relating to Animations

3. Cooperation for International Activity of Animation Studies

4. Provide the Occasion of Academic Studies One of its goals is scientific studies of

animation, as well as to recognize its social and cultural contribution.
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The first conference was held at the Tokyo Metropolitan Museum of Photography in
July 1999, and we held a conference with Musashino Art University, Tokyo Zokei
University, Kyoto University of Art and Design and other after that. The 7th conference
will be held in Tama Art University in 2005.

Our journal “The Japanese Journal of Animation Studies” is the treatise magazine re-
lated to the only animation in Japan where it's started in 1999. That publishes con-
tribution papers by our members and invitation papers by the famous researchers of the
foreign countries. This journal is published once and twice a year, and It is published

6 issues by this.

Our members include researchers on animation theory and history, animation direc-
tors, creators, artists, psychologists, literary researchers, educationists, social scientists, en-
gineers and researchers in various fields. Though it was established with about 80 pro-
moters in the beginning, about 190 members are being counted including the overseas

members at present.
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
