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(Abstract)

The present study examined how demographic, paternal, and children’s variables were associated with role satisfaction of Korean fathers
with young children. Subjects were 236 fathers of 3-5 year old children living in Jeju island in Korea Data were collected using
questionnaires. Among demographic variables, father’'s income is an only variable that effects on role satisfaction. Role satisfaction is
positively associated with child care, marital, job satisfaction, and child-rearing participation in terms of psychological variables. According to
multiple regression, role satisfaction was positively predicted by income, gender, and adaptability of children. Moreover, day care, marital, job
satisfaction and child-rearing participation were significant predictors of role satisfaction.
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
