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<Abstract>

The purposes of the present article are to suggest pragmatism as offering a philosophical paradigm for
mixed methods research, to explain the fundamental principles of mixed methodology, and to present examples
of research for understanding how to apply it to family studies. Mixed methods research is the class of research
where the researcher mixes or combines quantitative and qualitative techniques, methods, approaches, concepts
or language into a single study. Mixed methodology has its roots in pragmatism, which is a new philosophical
paradigm to criticize the traditional dualism and to endorse eclecticism and pluralism. The present article argues
that mixed methods research has the potential to answer a broader and more complete range of research questions,

and to provide strong evidence for a conclusion through convergence and corroboration of the qualitative and the
quantitative methods.
