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Abstract

Auctions have been traditionally used to find the
current price of goods when little is known about their
true value. A special auction methodology, called a ‘si-
multaneous multiple round auction’, is available to auc-

tion radiofrequency spectrum where all lots are simul-

ting the bidding to another preferred combination if one
combination becomes too expensive. Information is released
in three main ways during an auction: Bidder Status;
High Bids; and Bandwidth Value.
