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5 Minute Safety Meeting

Directions for Storing Operations ||
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1. Materials stored shall be provided with all the necessary measures for ensuring
safety such as fastening with ropes, wrapping with nets, etc to prevent their
collapse or fall-down.
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2. Store collectively according to the types or the specifications of the materials to be
loaded.
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3. When pulling down any stored materials, carry out in reverse order from their
storing sequence.
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4. When transferring any material stored in the middle or lower layer of a stacked
pile, always carry out after bringing down those materials existing above it.
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5.Store materials with well established plan for easy bringing-in or -out by
considering location, height, width, arrangement, quantity, etc.
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6. Materials shall be stored according to the type, quantity, volume, weight, frequency
of usage, etc for easy identification from stacked piles.
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7. Store material without damaging its packing furnished to conserve the quality of
the content in safe manner.
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8. Hazardous substances shall be kept in a place selected as being well ventilated,
having no fire sources, less direct ray of sunlight and no rain-fall, etc.
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
