Safety Rules for Machine Operation |
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1. Keep machines clean at all times, and be sure to feed lubricating oil before putting
any machine into operation.
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2. Undertake any work after examining and ensuring always non-existence of any
faulty conditions with the machine to be operated.
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3. Commence operation of a machine after it is sufficiently preheated.
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4. When using a machine unfamiliar with its operation, be sure to handle it after
receiving instructions from the supervisor.
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5. When you find out any abnormalities such as noise, generation of heat, vibration,
etc while running a machine, stop the machine immediately, and report those
abnormal conditions to your supervisor.
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6. When inspecting a belt to look for any shortcomings, shutdown its operation and
be careful to ensure any of your fingers is not jammed between the belt and pulley.
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7. When cleaning, repairing, inspecting or setting up any belt, commence such work
after shutting down its operation and locking out the power supply switch.
