years, 13~30 months showed 31.3%, 17.2%.

. 33.8% of patients were referred from local dental clinics and among them, an age group from 31

months to 6 years showing 49.5% was the highest, each percentage of 7~13 years, 13~30 months
showed 35.2%, 12.9%.

. 5.5% of patients who had systemic diseases, among them, each percentage of cardiovascular disease,

mental retardation, respiratory disease showed 21.8%, 13.6%, and 11.0%.

. According to the distribution of chief complaints, dental caries showing 42.9% was the highest.
. Root canal treatment, restoration, prosthesis showing 42.6% were the highest of all treatments.
