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Research was taken its place in Dong wun eementary school in Gwang ju city. Subject ages were somewhere
around 9 to 13. Among total number of 1,196, subjects with emmetropia were 384 people (32.1%), with 22.56%
of 9 year old students, 16.01% of 10 year old student, 36.45% of 12 year old student, 39.11% of 13 year old.
When age increases, the rate of emmetropia increase as well. Gender dependence of emmetropia rato was 31.07%
for boys and 33.33% for girls, which proves girls with higher emmetropia ratio than boys. Among subjects with
binocular vision acuity lower than 0.7, those require spectacles, only 37.5% of 9 years old students, 30.3% of 10
year old students, 44.64% of 12 year old students, and 30% of 9 year old students were wearing glasses. It shows
that spectacle-wearing ratio is very low in spite of visual acuty lower than 0.7.
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
