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ABSTRACT

EPON is proposed to be used in an infrastructure of the next generation wireless network. EPON can reduce
fiber deployment cost and easily decrease the occurrence of layer-3 handover by introducing group cell concept.
An EPON-based layer-2 handover algorithm is suggested for fast handover. The time-delay of the control signals

are examined using simulation.
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
