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Two Cases of Incidentally Found Paratracheal
Bronchogenic Cysts in Adult.
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Bronchogenic cysts are rare congenitd anomdies of the tracheobronchid tree. Most cases
present within the mediastinum or pulmonary parenchyma without a patent connection to the
tracheobronchia tree or digestive tract in the pediatric age group. Cervica bronchogenic cysts
in adults are rare. In this report, we describe two cases of incidentally found paratrached
bronchogenic cysts that presented as asymptomatic neck masses in a 66-year-old femae with
papillary thyroid carcinoma and in a 59-year-old male of Catleman’s disease
