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This project is to renovate the part of the old Mok 6 dong government building abandoned after
the integration into a library and a multi-purpose facility for lectures and fitness activities ofthe
welfare of the citizens. The most significant thing about this project is the way of integrating
the building with Ssamji Park located in front of the building. Thus, the building has been
designed to have a open outer wall near the park to improve the originat design of the building
not utilizing the locationaladvantage and to create a pleasant environment. The second floor
and the third floor will have a wide balcony such as a terrace for external activity spaces so that
outdoor activities will be revitalized.

The existing building had a dark basement floor and the ground floors lacked ventilation
and lighting due to a closed structure design. The project planned to supplement those by
improving the dry air window and opening the south wall of the ground floor neighboring
Ssamji Park so that sufficient natural sunlight and view can be enjoyed. Also, the existing
windscreens and tamps on the first floor that gave a stuffy impression were removed and
reorganized according to the movement line to create smooth and pleasant entrance space.
The existing cogeneration machinery equipments were removed to create a book café and a
lecture room to revitalize the use of the space. Also, the first floor will be a children’s library
with various small furniture created for children so that children can use it as a playing zone in
a free, interesting, and fun environment. The library is also equipped with various appropriate
facilities such as an information search zone and a reading zone. The second floor is an adult’s
library with bookshelves full of quality publications and an open balcony, creating a pleasant
reading space. The third floor is planned to be used as a multi-purpose facility to be used for
table-tennis, fitness center, and lecture room for the welfare of local citizens.

The external of the building breaks away from the existing simple and closed impression
by installing open spaces such as balconies to be integrated with the outside, creating a
cornfortable and open image. Also, wood is used for the finishing material of the building so
that the building gives a friendly impression. Bl
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
