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ABSTRACT: The unrecorded plant, Aster hispidus var. leptocladus (Compositae), was reported from Mt. Pal-
gong-san, Daegu-si, Korea and was named as ‘Gin-ssuk-bu-jaeng-i’ after its slender leaves. It is distinguished
from var. hispidus by having glabrous linear cauline leaves with acute apex, small heads and involucre, short pappus
in disc florets. It had been considered as Japanese endemic plant especially adapted to serpentine area.
