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International development businesses may be
classified into a profit—making enterprise centered in
private enterprise and non—profit making enterprise
based on Official Development Assistance (ODA)
between countries or international organizations, but
regardless of their forms, cooperation of public and
private field is recently recognized as an issue of
upmost importance, The harmony between private
field's tendency of creativity and profit—seeking and
public field's characteristics of fairness and public
goal orientation are especially important in
maximizing efficiency and effectiveness of business
related to developing countries or underdeveloped
countries, In practice, the international construction
policy of Korea is aiming for an economical goal of
supporting order and strengthening competitiveness
of our companies and a public goal of concurrently
sharing our experience of development with
developing countries and underdeveloped countries,
This special session, based on this context, is
assessed as giving much advice for understanding
effective development methods of public—private
partnership (PPP) in detail by presenting cases based

on speakers’ respective on—site experiences,

® Green Growth as a Mechanism to Achieve
Sustainable Development Taking a Holistic a
Holistic Innovative Approach

Eun Joo Vi, the Coordinator and Advisor in charge
of Korea Green Growth Trust Fund of World Bank,
introduced the outline, regional progresses, and
results of the Green Growth program, which has
been progressing in developing and underdeveloped
countries based on funds of our government from
2014 (%40 million). The world is focusing on the
results of rapid economic development of our
country, where we stand as the only nation to
transfer from one of the poorest, supported countries
to a supporting country in 20th century, Thus this
presentation is appropriate, since the interest in
knowledge—centered support, sharing the experience
of development other than financial contributions, is
increasing even within the World Bank, one of
Multilateral Development Banks (MDB). During the
Q&A session, many questions related with function
and business of World Bank were asked especially by
international students from developing countries

studying in Korea,

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Kattie Lussier, Professor of Hankuk University of
Foreign Studies, explained practical problems that
occur when processing international development
business with low—income countries by public—
private partnership, based on her experience, Above
all, Professor Lussier pointed out the existence of
differences in culture and values between countries
and focused on various communication problems
caused by the differences. In addition, she
highlighted that the unclear system in administrative
and legal aspects and unpredictable situations may

impede the success of public—private partnerships,

Professor Ok—Yeol Ko, businessman on-—site and
adjunct professor of Sejong University, gave a
presentation about nationality PMC, He explained by
presenting cases related with relocation business of
US armed forces base in KOREA in detail, that there
were many difficulties rising from cultural, strategic,
and communicational level despite the fact that

Korea and the US composed a consortium,

As two or more countries are involved in
international businesses, restoration of cultural and
value differences, establishing trust, and setting
maintenance and definite criteria of system which
could guarantee objectivity are required since the
possibility of conflict and disharmony problems
caused by differences is fundamentally high, In
addition, detailed establishment of goals and
formation of sympathy must be preceded since there
are differences in direction and expectations among
the numerous stakeholders, Although many agree to
this opinion, it was the biggest achievement through
this session that we were able to fully understand the

complexity of international development business

including the practical difficulty of this process, and
to reach a social consensus on determining the
problems and their solutions, Continuous research
and discussion regarding these issues would be

necessary,
