In the current study, the researcher focused on factors of police
service quality, community policing, fear of crime, police-citizen relationship, and the
relationship among citizens. The current study used the interview methods for collecting data
of 371 individuals from Seoul metro area and resulted that each factors had a causal
relationship but police-citizen relationship and citizen-citizen relationship did not show the
statistically significant results. Based on this study, the research provided critics and
