The purpose of this study is to identity the relationship between CAGE distance
and Korean foreign subsidiaries’ social responsibility, which is divided into responsive
and strategic activities. The hypothesis is that CAGE distance has positive relationships
with subsidiaries’ social responsibility to overcome local liabilities of foreignness and
acquire social legitimacy. The key findings are as follows. Firstly, culture distance has
positive significant impacts on subsidiaries’ social responsibility activities. It especially
has positive influences on strategic CSR. Secondly, administration distance has no
impacts on subsidiaries’ social responsibility. Thirdly, geographic distance also has
positive impacts on subsidiaries’ social responsibility activities, especially on
responsive CSR. Lastly, economic distance has significantly negative effects on social
responsibility, This empirical study identifies the relationships between cross national
distance and subsidiaries’ social responsibility, Culture and geographic distance has
positive influences on subsidiaries’ social responsibility, Market seeking subsidiaries
group shows more positive relationship between culture distance and social
responsibility activities, which means that foreign subsidiaries would engage in social

responsibility activities for strategic purpose.
