consultations, The proposal was reexamined for the validity of the statement and restated as a comprehensive statement
of an ideal portrait of a human being that included a restatement of the three areas, An ideal portrait of a human
being pursuing in home economics education from a core value of curriculum stated as ‘a person who has solved the

practical problem actively’.
