Worrywart person whose behavior is dilatory, who suffer from
an inferiority complex, feel pressure on chest, feel heavy with worries, unstable, talkative,
suffer from a feeling of anger, think himself as fallen into a trap, feel always nervous and is
stubborn can be in a situation of Chest bind.

Conclusions : Chest bind is one of the Names of disease in Shanghanlun. The Name of
disease has its own meaning that can be used as diagnostic evidence. Further studies are
needed to verify a hypothesis of diagnostic definition of Chest bind.
