2017: Ban on importation and
use of food service containers
including clamshell and hinge
containers, hot dog
containers, bowls, plates, and
hot and cold beverage cups.

2018: Ban on importation and
use of plastic utensils
(spoons, forks and knives),
straws, fruit trays, meat trays,
vegetable trays and egg
cartons.

Exemption: Importation and
use of "naked” Styrofoam
coolers by airline carriers,
private charters and large
cruise liners.

2018: Ban on Styrofoam
containers that are used to
sell and package food and
beverage

20 Jan 1: Ban on
importation of the following

2. Styrofoam containers used in
the culinary retail industry

3. Egg trays (Styrofoam and
plastic)
2020, Jan 1
Ban on:

1. All petro-based plastic bags,
with the exception of those used
for the packaging of
pharmaceuticals/medicines,
hygiene and the preservation of
food.

2. Use of tetra pack straws,
while poultry producers.

Exemption: Plastic bottles used
in the production of juices will
not be subjected to the ban
