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To investigate the current status of Sex Education for children with Developmental
Disabilities and to effectively operate Sex Education programs, 12 teachers working in
special education institutions and childcare services for Children with Developmental
Disabilities were selected. Focus Groups Interview were conducted to identify opinions
and requirements on the three themes through literature review. In the case of Sex
Education for Children with Developmental Disabilities, difficulties in operating Sex
Education were identified because the direction of education was inconsistent and
individual characteristics and needs were not taken into account.
