Abstract We surveyed the lecture types and campus lifes which college students preferred

during COVID-19 Pandemic situation. Students who attend colleges in Gwangju city,
Jeonnam and Jeonbuk province, answer a questionnaire. The principal result of the
survey showed that all grades preferred un-contact lecture but nevertheless also
preferred the compound method of contact and un-contact lecture(p=0.923). In
educational satisfaction degree by lecture type, the degree of satisfaction for contact
lecture ranked highest at 2.82(p=0.000). But the survey showed the degree was not a
variable which had a significant effect on the improvement of scholastic
performance(p=0.325). The questionnaire analysis shows that students demand
un-contact lecture high because of infection risk, but they wish the un-contact lecture
which can solve problems in real time rather than the recorded lecture. As a result of
this study, instructor is highly required to prepare un-contact teaching plans which
reflect the demands of students.
