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The Effect of Communication Competence of Nursing Students
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Abstract The purpose of this study was to investigate the effect of Communication cpmpetence of nursing
students Clinical practice stress. Data were collected among 188 nursing students in G city, from Sep 5 to 20,
2021. The collected data was analyzed a using t-test, One way ANOVA, Pearson’s correation coeffcient and
Stepwise multiple regression using SPSS 20.0 WIN program. The average score for Communication cpmpetence
was 3.54+0.41 and Clinical practice stress was 3.324+0.85. Clinical practice stress showed Models including the
variables, Communication cpmpetence, Major satisfaction, Gender explained 30.4% of the variance in the Clinical
practice stress. Based on the outcome of this study, steps should be taken to design intervention program that
emphasize a improve Clinical practice stress for nursing students.
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
