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ABSTRACT

This study examines the process of project promotion in Busan, which introduced the private
participation—type consultative body for the first time in the country in the promotion stage of the
private—initiated park development project, and introduced flexible application of the system and differentiated
policy elements in the implementation process, and examines the operational characteristics and we tried to
analyze performance, etc. As a result of the analysis, first, the preferred bidder was selected by introducing a
mixed method in the project method, which is an independent project method that cannot be seen in other
local governments. Second, by specifying guidelines considering the characteristics of each park and detailed
guidelines such as the location, area, and maximum height of non—park facilities, criteria for establishing a
rational development plan utilizing regional identity and the basis of evaluation standards were laid. Third, in
the project process, transparency was secured through the delegation—type roundtable, in which the private
sector performs the functions and roles of key actors, thereby preventing disputes such as suspicion of

construction project management (design stage) services were performed to promote efficient implementation
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and specialization of luxury parks in the region. As a result, the city of Busan carried out the project
efficiently by conserving 5 parks from sunset, a park area of 2.25kmv’, and reducing land compensation and
park construction costs by KRW 740 billion. Reinforcement of the public nature of the private-initiated park
development project was suggested. However, due to the application of these systems and verification
procedures, the project period is prolonged, and park services are delayed along with the financial burden on

private operators.

In accordance with "Urban Park Act, and "Guidelines on Special Cases for Development Activities in Urban Park Sites .
Park fadilities establish a comprehensive and rational plan for park facilities stipulated in the "Urban Park Act,.
Non-park fadilities should be planned in consideration of the topography of the site, the skyline, and the landscape
with the surrounding area, and should be suitable for individual laws that fit the contents of the proposed project.
Galmatgil (induding the main hiking trail) within the park is not cut off and its value is improved.

The land compensation cost, which is the standard for deposit, faithfully reflects the actual transaction price (Note: the
average compensation price for each dity park in Busan is 3.5 to 5.0 times the official land price).

The standards presented in the guidelines may change during the prior consultation, third-party announcement,
negotiation, and project implementation stages, and the completed park may differ from the contents of this guideline.
For matters not specified in the guidelines, the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure and Transport’s ‘Spedial Business
Guidelines' shall be followed.

Artidle Contents

*  For private park special projects, the maintenance of public nature should be the top priority.

* It should be possible to raise the status of parks and green spaces in Busan by creating park facilities and non-park fadilities
in harmony with the surrounding natural landscape.

* A reasonable land use system should be established to maintain the harmony between development and conservation while
introducing facilities of an appropriate size to match the local characteristics of the site itself.

* The detailed guidelines for each park (Appendix-1) made according to the opinions of the roundtable must be followed in
consideration of the results of the preliminary review and feasibility analysis.

Article 9 basic principles of
planning

* A plan should be established considering the existing natural environment and historical resources as the top priority.

Park fadilities should be considered for the convenience of local residents, and fadilities for residents living in non-park facilities

should not be installed.

Artide 6 ® In case of conflicting opinions during the meeting, consensus can be reached as much as possible through in-depth
discussion, but if the chairperson determines that it is necessary to select a proposal for a special project for private park
development or make other decisions, at least two-thirds of the members present. Decisions are made by affirmative vote,
and public offidials exclude their voting rights from the decision-making process.

@ Approval and opposition in the decision-making process shall be kept private, but the decision result shall be made public
in principle. However, in case of objection, the objection must be prepared anonymously by the chairperson and attached
to the resolution.
